Developing the speech of low-class mentally students
in the process of technology lessons

This article provides pedagogical and practical recommendations for developing speech in lower grades of secondary school. There
are also practical guidelines for developing speech in children with intellectual disabilities through technology classes.
Keywords: technology, mentally retarded children, pedagogy, speech, auxiliary school, education system.

Today, the care of children and adolescents in need of special
assistance, social support of their rights, the organization
of the educational process in accordance with the needs and
abilities of these children, the equalization of a healthy society
is very important. is one of the issues. In the education system
for children with special needs, first of all, the needs of the child
are studied, the advantages and disadvantages are taken into
account. This includes modification, compensation, adaptation,
rehabilitation. For example, if a child is deaf, provide them with
a hearing aid; unable to walk — use a wheelchair, unable to hold
a simple spoon in his hand, provide him with other convenient
equipment, etc.

The formation of a child's personality begins in the first
days of life. The child expresses his attitude to the being and the
people around him on the basis of what he sees and hears every
day, the child's assessment of the adult's actions, deeds, events,
attitude to people, all this contributes to the formation of the
child's spiritual image. affects. Violation of certain conditions
necessary for the development of the child, both in the womb
and after birth, can lead to various anomalies, namely, physical or
mental defects. Severe, abrupt changes in the physical or mental
development of children with special needs have a negative
impact on the composition of the child's personality. Therefore,
special conditions should be created for the upbringing and
education of such children, that is, they should be educated
in special kindergartens and schools or among their peers
who have developed normally, and, if necessary, on the basis
of special programs and textbooks. need to be nurtured and
nurtured.

In some children, sensory (hearing or vision loss) and
gross defects in mental development, as well as movement
disorders observed in children with cerebral palsy, can lead to
the underdevelopment of all components of children's speech
(pronunciation, lexical-grammatical), in all cases due to the fact
that they have a specific etiopathogenetic property, require the
differential application of methods of correction exposure. The
relevance of our graduate work is determined by the fact that the

work on the comprehensive elimination of defects in children
with developmental disabilities begins with speech education.

Specific aspects of speech development in mentally retarded
children have been studied in psychological terms by many
authors (V. Petrova, M. Pevzner, I. Carlin, M. Strazulla, S. Borel-
Mezonni, Schlesinger, M. Zeeman and others.). According
to M. Ye. Khvatsev, D.1. Orlova and V. V. Voronkova, writing
disorders are more common in mentally retarded students
than in mentally retarded children. As FFRau, LVNeyman, and
VIBeltyukov describe, «poor hearing is defined as a decrease in
hearing that makes it difficult to comprehend speech, but under
specially created conditions (volume amplification, the speaker's
direct proximity to the ear, the use of sound-amplifying devices).
llash, etc.) will be able to engage in verbal communication.

General description of speech disorders in mentally retarded
children Speech disorders in mentally retarded children and
their normalization are determined by high nerve (nerve)
activity and specific aspects of mental development. Insufficient
development of higher forms of cognitive activity in mentally
retarded children is characterized by superficiality of thinking,
slow development of speech and qualitative peculiarities,
tailure to control verbal behavior, incomplete emotional-
volitional sphere. Specific features of speech development in
mentally retarded children at the level of dementia. Late speech
development is characteristic of mentally retarded children.
Strong lag is observed during the pre-speech period. If infancy
occurs normally from 4 to 8 months of age, in mentally retarded
children it occurs between 12 and 24 months of age (IV Carlin.
M. Strazulla.) Kassel, Schlezinger, According to M. Zeeman, the
first words appear in children with mental retardation from the
age of 3 years. Studies by IV Carlin and M. Strazulla show that
the first words appear in such children between the ages of 2.5
and 5 years (the rate of first words in children ranges from 10
months to 18 months). up to a month).

Significant lag in speech development in mentally retarded
children is seen in the emergence of expressive speech. In this
case, the interval between the statement of the first words and
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the phrase (compound) speech is also longer than in normally
developed children. Speech disorders in mentally retarded
children have been studied in speech therapy by M. Khvatsev,
R.Ye. Levina, G. A. Kashe, D.I. Orlova, E. E. Sobottovich,
R.I. Lalayeva, K. K. Karlin. According to these 10 studies,
obvious deficiencies in the primary grades of auxiliary school are
observed in 40-60% of children. S. Ya. According to Rubinstein,
the reason for speech development in mentally retarded children
is «the weakness of the cerebral cortex, the slow development of
new differential connections in all analyzers». Due to the slow
development of differential conditioned connections within
speech hearing analyzers, a mentally retarded child may not be
able to distinguish speech sounds for a long time, and may not
clearly understand what others are saying. The development of
motor skills, including speech motor skills, is slow in mentally
retarded children. The accuracy of your speech movement is
ensured by two-way control. Like hearing, kinesthetic control
also develops vaguely.

In the process of analyzing the specific features of speech
in mentally retarded children, V. G. Petrova distinguishes a set
of many factors that are considered to be the causes of their
speech disorders, and recognizes that the main cause of speech
disorders and anomalous development in mentally retarded
children is underdeveloped cognitive activity2. The decrease
in the level of analytical-synthetic activity is manifested in
a complex mental (mental) activity, a disorder of phonemic
perception, which differentiates speech sounds. Disorders of
cognitive activity lead to difficulties in semantically mastering
the language. Therefore, mentally retarded children have
difficulty mastering semantically complex words (abstract,
generalized) and grammatical forms (e. g., purpose and
cause, follow-up conjunctions). Due to the general lack of
development of analytical-synthetic activity, the formation
of language generalizations, the mastery of language rules is
more difficult than in normally developed children. Limited
perception of the world around them, weak communication,
lack of interest, decreased demand for speech are characterized

by slow speech development in mentally retarded children.
In addition, they are caused by other factors that lead to
speech disorders, ie rhinolalia, mechanical dyslalia as a result
of defects in the structure of the speech apparatus; organic
stuttering and dysarthria that occur as a result of damage to
certain parts of the subcortical part of the brain.

Speech disorders in mentally retarded children are of a
systemic (systemic) nature. They show that not all actions
related to speech activity are formed to one degree or another,
such as weak motivation, decreased demand for speech, gross
impairment of speech activity programming, internal program
of speech actions, speech program llani, control of speech,
violation of preconceived result comparison operations. In
mentally retarded children, speech expression is impaired to
varying degrees (content, language, sensomotor level). The most
underdeveloped are the complex levels (content, language). They
require highly formed analytical efforts, synthesis, generalization.
In such children, the sensomotor level of speech varies. Speech
disorders in mentally retarded children come in a variety of
forms and require a differential approach in their analysis. The
symptomatology (sum of symptoms) and the mechanism of
speech impairment are determined not only by the general
underdevelopment of the brain system, but also by the local
pathology of the system directly related to speech. This further
complicates the appearance of speech disorders in mentally
retarded children. Therefore, two groups of oligophrenia are
distinguished:

1. oligophrenia without speech development;

2. atypical oligophrenia, complicated by speech defects.

As in normal children, all forms of speech disorders occur in
mentally retarded children (dyslalia, rhinolalia, dysarthria, alalia,
dyslexia, dysgraphia, stuttering, aphasia, etc.). The semantic
defect plays a key role in the structure of the speech disorder
system. Speech impairment in mentally retarded children
is characterized by its long-term retention and is difficult to
overcome by maintaining it in the period between preschool
and upper grades.

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hen it comes to the teaching language environment,

methodologists and teachers of foreign languages
understand this term as creating conditions for communication
in a foreign language in a foreign language lesson. Until recently,
it was impossible to create a language environment, or what was
meant by it, in any other way than artificial. It was called the
artificial environment. By communicating in a foreign language
in the classroom, we mainly meant the didactic speech of the
teacher, consisting of replicas-cliches of class life, dialogues of
the teacher with the students organized by the teacher within
the framework of the topics studied, prepared “dialogues” of the
student with the student, organized discussion of the educational
film, usually adapted according to the age stages, and some other
methods of work.

Currently, thanks to the computer and the Internet,
there are new opportunities to learn a foreign language [1].
New features include text, audio and video (presentations,
movies) information resources of many sites, game, training
and monitoring programs, various programmed online
dictionaries and dictionaries with the ability to download and
install on any medium, as well as chats, Skype, e-mail, various
distance learning, including webinars, video conferences, etc.
All of the above, as is commonly believed, also contributes
to the creation of a language environment when learning a
foreign language.

In addition, trying to recreate a kind of “foreign” atmosphere
for students, the teacher both before and now designs foreign
language classrooms in the style of the country whose language
is being studied in this office — visual and didactic material is
devoted to the history and modern cultural and sports events
taking place in the country of the language being studied.

It follows from the above that the term “language
environment” includes several concepts. This is, first of all,
the territory within which a language is spoken, the society in
which a particular language is used, the “informative” language
environment (text and visual) of classrooms, the “informative”
language environment of various sites, the communication
of native speakers with each other, wherever they are, the
“communication” of participants in the process of learning a
foreign language.

Thus, there is a real and educational language environment.
We are interested in the concept of the educational language
environment from a methodological point of view. It is
also ambiguous and is not limited to an artificially created
environment. On the one hand, it is everything that the
teacher uses (various information, illustrative materials, etc.) to
“surround” students with a foreign reality and a foreign language,
on the other hand, it is any communication in a foreign language
lesson in the language being studied. Both are undoubtedly

necessary and important for the learning process: illustrative
and educational information (information from textbooks,
etc.) contribute to the assimilation of the material being
studied, as a rule, when performing exercises in pronouncing
and other language exercises, communication contributes to
the development of foreign language speech. In our opinion,
language and speech training of students are different sides of
the same process. The conditions or environment in which these
types of training are carried out are different, and they should
not be confused.

It is quite understandable that today it is difficult for most
ordinary school students to achieve a good level of proficiency in
a foreign language, especially since it is difficult to bring the level
of language learners closer to the language of its native speakers.
The development of foreign language speech of schoolchildren in
the absence of a real language environment is still an unsolvable
problem for many teachers. However, do not forget one of the
important provisions of pedagogy and methodology, which says:
you can learn something only through practice. In other words,
only practice contributes to the development of the skill [2].

At the level of learning a foreign language, situations are
repeatedly described when a student knows the rules of a
foreign language well, but does not know how to apply them
in practice, that is, does not speak a foreign language. But the
formation of the skill as a type of speech activity should be
preceded by painstaking work on the formation of skills. A
small number of hours of a foreign language in school does not
allow you to properly organize training work, which takes a lot
to form a skill. But the skill is also developed through the use of
language phenomena in speech, so various ways were sought to
create conditions for turning language into speech in a foreign
language lesson at school.

One solution to this problem is to create a speech situation in
the classroom. The methodist theorists seemed to have found a
solution long ago. But for some reason, practical teachers rarely
resort to speech situations in the classroom. In our opinion, this
happens primarily because a speech situation cannot arise by
itself. Without touching in detail on the problem of the speech
situation, since it is considered in sufficient depth, we want to
point out that for its occurrence, the speech environment, in
our case, the speech environment of the lesson, is just necessary.
Moreover, without a speech environment, a speech situation
cannot arise. Therefore, we consider it necessary to raise not so
much the problem of the language environment as the problem
of the speech environment in a foreign language lesson.

Currently, IR technologies have not only expanded the
possibilities of the lesson, but in our opinion, if they are
used correctly in the lesson, they are a stimulating factor in
the formation of communication skills. And if, following
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S. A. Fedotov, “texts, illustrative materials, audio materials,
multimedia training programs in foreign languages, computer
dictionaries, game computer programs, materials from Internet
sites, as well as slide computer presentations, multimedia
encyclopedias, and much more”, we rank among the means
that contribute mainly to the creation of a language environment,
then communication programs (chats, various mail, etc.),
thematic web forums, video conferences, etc., are intended not
only “for the development of sociolinguistic and, especially,
socio-psychological components of socio-cultural competence”,
but, first of all, they should be considered, in our opinion, as the
basis for creating a special speech environment in the classroom,
in which the main communicants are native speakers of the
language studied by schoolchildren [3].

Thus, we propose a kind of differentiation of new information
and communication tools, highlighting communication
programs, thematic web forums, video conferences, as well
as programs and webinars in a separate group of tools that
contribute to the creation of a speech environment for a foreign
language lesson.

The use of these innovations in a normal lesson, along with
such long-standing forms of work as inviting native speakers
to a lesson, creates, in our opinion, speech conditions that
approach real speech conditions. The limited time of the lesson,
the organization of this learning structure (specific goals, tasks,
established topics, etc. of each lesson, the different level of
training of students), as well as the fact that not all participants
in communication are native speakers, does not allow this type
of communication between native speakers and students to be
called natural or real.

At the same time, such communication is not entirely
artificial. It is the situation of the lesson that makes this type of
communication separate, or rather natural-artificial. Outside of
the lesson, such communication should be considered natural.
Learning in a special natural-artificial environment requires,
in our opinion, special approaches, for example, such as the
psychological mood of students, the study of vocabulary of
a certain topic (studying the topics of school textbooks and
studying the topics of conversations in chats show their different
reading) and much more. We consider the development of
approaches to teaching a foreign language in a natural-artificial
environment to be a separate topic.

In this article, we state that language learning today should
take place not only on the basis of mastering the rules and
performing language exercises, but also in a new language
environment provided by information technologies (language,
linguoculturological material of the Internet, specially created
programs, etc.), and speech training — not only on the basis of
conditional speech, speech exercises and situations, but, above
all, in the speech environment of the lesson, organized with the
help of communication technologies.

Thus, we state that in methodological terms, language and
speech training require not only different approaches, but also
different conditions, the creation of which in the classroom
will contribute to the intensification of the process of teaching

a foreign language. In turn, different tools, including various
ICT tools, will contribute to the creation of different conditions.

So, the process of teaching a foreign language today unfolds
not only in the language and speech artificial environment, but
also thanks to ICT, in the language and speech environment,
close to the real one-as never before, a fairly extensive virtual
language/speech environment is included in the process of
teaching a foreign language. Today, the organization of its use
in the classroom is possible for almost all school teachers. In
addition, if earlier such an environment was absent outside of
the lesson, today it is “carried with you” in a school briefcase
or pocket [4]. The opportunity that students have received
thanks to developing technologies can also not be ignored when
developing training programs in the future, for example, courses
that need to provide links between the speech environment of
the lesson and beyond, including in the course of independent
work. At the same time, the desire of foreign language teachers to
“immerse” students in a genuine or natural speech environment
is expressed, as before, in the organization of meetings with
native speakers, trips to the country of the language being
studied, which become more accessible.

As can be seen from the table, the basis of the speech
environment is communication. For us, the question remains
open whether the communication in which the student does
not directly participate should be attributed to the speech
environment or not, and, consequently, to which environment
in this case the authentic film should be attributed. If we assume
that any communication is a speech medium, an authentic
feature film containing, as a rule, a lot of dialogic speech, thanks
to which the communication of movie characters takes place, can
well be attributed to the speech medium. With this in mind, an
authentic narrative film, to which documentary cinema belongs
to a greater extent, can fairly be attributed to the language
environment. The task facing the teacher is to properly organize
training in one case or another: work on the assimilation of the
language system or work on the development of speech skills.

As it was considered, the emergence of a virtual environment
currently provides great opportunities to “find yourself” in a
speech environment outside the country of the language being
studied. In a foreign language lesson, such an environment
contributes to the process of intensifying the formation of
skills and abilities. Working on the development of students

“communicative competence in the school environment, we
consider all possibilities for improving their language and speech
training, while emphasizing that in the absence of a language
environment in general, we do not in any way abandon the
knowledge approach in teaching. It is knowledge that is the basis
for the formation of skills and communication skills.

With the adoption of the competence-based learning
framework, the knowledge approach, which once lost its position
in the process of teaching a foreign language, again acquires
significant importance and becomes an equal component along
with the communicative component.

Thus, the language environment of the lesson is as important
as the speech environment, and in this regard, we emphasize
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that it is wrong to overestimate the short-term impact of
foreign language speech on the formation of speech-generating
mechanisms of students. It is enough to take into account the
fact that even a relatively long stay in a foreign-speaking country
without prior appropriate training does not give tangible results.
But we can not underestimate the opportunity to organize a

speech environment that is close to the real one in a foreign
language lesson. Therefore, the work on the assimilation of
a foreign language system is equivalent to the work on the
formation of communication skills. The percentage ratio of
both types of work should be set by the teacher, depending on
the learning conditions, age and level of training of students.

Summarizing the above information about the language/speech environment, we present it as follows:

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Creating a healthy lifestyle in children with intellectual disabilities

This scientific article describes the preventive work carried out for children with intellectual disabilities to lead a healthy lifestyle,
the results that can be achieved in the educational process, and practical recommendations for educators.
Keywords: mentally retarded, student, educator, parent, practical process, rehabilitation.

Since the independence of our country, our society has once
again focused on young people who are the builders of our
future. Positive changes, especially in the field of youth health,
can be felt at every step. No matter what type of institution the
public education system is in today; it is staffed by doctors and
qualified nurses. Efforts are being made to protect the health
of students with intellectual disabilities, to provide them with
qualified medical care, to improve their health, and to prevent
various diseases. Today, the formation of a healthy lifestyle is
as important as in the past, and this problem has been studied
as a social problem in the past. In this regard, a number of
our pedagogical scientists have conducted research and made
recommendations.

Factors that negatively affect the formation of a healthy
lifestyle in mentally retarded students are harmful habits and
ways to overcome them pedagogical scientists M. Abdulaziz,
M. Akhmedov, M. Akhmatov, M. Ikromova, O. Najmiddinov,
It is studied in the works of I. Nasritdinov, H. Rakhmatov,

T. Uzakov and others. Physiologist B. Chumakov developed
recommendations for students on sports, proper nutrition,
adherence to the schedule, avoidance of harmful effects
and proper rest. The solution of environmental problems
is important for the formation of a healthy lifestyle. In this
regard, I. Alibekov, P. Baratov, E. Turdikulov, Sh.

Most of the day (70%) is spent by students in educational
institutions. The amount of time a child spends in an educational
institution depends on the growth and development of the child.
Today, the effectiveness of teaching is achieved by increasing the
mental activity of students. In many educational institutions,
especially schools for children with intellectual disabilities, there
is a constant decrease in psycho-emotional attention, decreased
sleep, prolonged sitting, movement and time in the fresh air. The
influence of negative factors on the learning process leads to the
deterioration of the adaptive reserves of the nervous, immune
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and other systems of the growing organism, functional changes
and the formation of chronic foci.

The negative impact of learning factors on children's health
requires improved medical care for students. In auxiliary schools,
children spend 4 to 6 hours 5-6 days a week. Organizing children
as a team and their long stay in the educational institution
allows them to effectively implement targeted preventive and
health programs throughout the school year. The purpose of an
in-depth medical examination of children is to identify the first
complications of their health problems.

In order to conduct medical examinations and rehabilitation
of children and adolescents with intellectual disabilities, it is
necessary to work in constant cooperation with the medical staft
of the educational institution, teachers and parents.

Educators are encouraged to organize health activities
among students and parents to monitor the correct organization
of student agendas.

One of the most common defects in the musculoskeletal
system of students in educational institutions is deformity of
the foot.

Among children and adolescents, flat feet are the most
common, while flat feet and other types of flat feet are less
common. The main reason for the development of flat feet is the
gap between the muscles and the connecting apparatus.

In a traditionally formed educational process, students spend
most of their time sitting. Therefore, educators need to monitor
the sitting position of students during the lesson, spend minutes
of physical education in the classroom, organize a sequence
of actions that have a positive effect, include in the physical
education exercises exercises aimed at maintaining posture.
Doing the exercises with music will have a more positive effect.
From the first day of school, it is important to pay attention to
the formation of proper sitting in first-graders. Educators need
to teach children simple ways to control their sitting at school
and at home. Educators need to be patient with their children.
The bending position required for writing reduces the weight
on the back muscles, the heart rate increases, and the amplitude
of respiratory movements decreases. In this case, to maintain
balance, students lean on the table with their chests, which
further complicates the work of internal organs. That is why the
supervision of primary school teachers is so important for the
health of children. Spending physical education minutes in the
classroom is an effective way to maintain students» ability to work.

Russian scientist Kuindji. N. N emphasizes the need to spend
minutes of physical education in the classroom, as it allows
students to relax the central nervous system and static tense
skeletal muscles due to prolonged sitting at the desk. Minutes of
physical activity should include exercises designed to improve

blood circulation to different groups of muscles and the brain
in order for it to have a universal prophylactic effect.

The school needs to create conditions to meet the biological
needs of students for action. This requirement can satisfy children
and adolescents with more than 2 hours of daily physical activity.
This amount of physical activity is associated with morning
gymnastics, moving games during breaks, extended schedule
sports hours, physical education classes and school competitions,
health days and outdoor games, physical education, which each
student must perform every day. independent training and
training in sports sections.

The health of our young people today is far from ideal. In
children, diseases of the digestive and hematopoietic organs,
neurological diseases, and infectious skin diseases play a
leading role. That is why one of the most important pedagogical
problems today is to ensure that the educational system is
based on the physiological characteristics of the body of young
people, in full compliance with the rules of hygiene. Educators
should know the laws of growth and development of young
people, the ability of students to perform mental and physical
work according to their age, to conduct educational work in
educational institutions in accordance with the rules of medical
and hygienic should burn.

In order to protect the health of children, to form a healthy
lifestyle and, as a result, to create a healthy generation, it is necessary
to provide students with medical and hygienic knowledge..

In summary, we highlight the following key factors in the
prevention of disease in students in educational institutions and
the formation of a healthy lifestyle:

— conduct in-depth medical examinations and
rehabilitation activities for students, taking into account
environmental and climatic conditions;

Organizational and consistent implementation of disease
prevention and rehabilitation measures;

referral of students in need of rehabilitation to health
facilities;

Ensuring adequate medical and hygienic knowledge
of teachers and educators in the formation of a healthy
lifestyle in students;

Collaborate with health professionals and parents in the
implementation of the rehabilitation program;
Supervise the organization of the student agenda by
parents and educators.

In short, physical education and sports play an important
role in the full development of the younger generation, the heirs
of our great future. School educators need to teach students that
an unhealthy lifestyle can lead to illness and suffering, and that
a healthy lifestyle can lead to health and a happier life.

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Problems of early diagnosis in mentally retarded children

This article provides scientific and practical recommendations for the psychologically and medically correct diagnosis of mentally

retarded children. It also details the problems of early diagnosis.

Keywords: mentally retarded children, psychology, methodology, practical process, diagnosis, problem.

he causes of mental retardation in mentally retarded

children can be social and biological, and children with
mental retardation are similar, for example, children with mental
retardation may have different appearances, tricks, special
psychology, potopsychology, psychology of oligophrenics.
By mental retardation we mean that children with cognitive
impairment from psychological processes are characterized by
an imbalance of analysis and synthesis in thinking, dominance

of the process of forgetfulness (amnesia) in memory, increased
dominance of attentional features, manifesting a certain
deficiency in children. However, they are not mentally ill
(individuals), but in the organization of work with children
with certain disabilities:
a) The opinion of the medical staff should be relied upon.
b) rely on the opinion of their parents.
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Special attention is paid to the development of children with
mental disabilities by identifying and diagnosing the process in
which they are deficient. The process of mental development of
mentally retarded children is studied not by psychology, but by
oligophrenopedagogy.

Differentiation of mentally retarded children from their
normal peers according to their mental processes We can now
find children with mental retardation in schools. These children
have difficulty learning school subjects. But it is important to
differentiate between mentally retarded children and mentally
retarded children and their peers. We can see the following
differences between mentally retarded children and mentally
retarded children. In mentally retarded children, speech and

movement disorders can be seen throughout development.

In children with mental retardation, speech and movement
disorders are eliminated in kindergarten. Mentally retarded
children are able to draw independently and take the initiative
in listening to fairy tales. The dynamics of the movement are
getting better and better. For example, it is not difficult to
assemble the whole of the pictures divided into sections. Such
children understand the content of proverbs, anecdotes and
assignments. But their understanding of their peers is clear. They
often understand their situation and correct it independently or
with the help of adults. Children with mental retardation have a

slightly lower level of logical thinking perception than their peers.

The reason for such a delay in mental development may be due
to the occurrence of various toxicosis events during pregnancy
of the mother, as well as eating disorders. The mother may have
a variety of diseases such as hepatitis, diarrhea, influenza, or
asphyxia during childbirth. These reasons cause children to lag
behind in mental development.

In the behavior of such children, we can see infantility, that
is, the characteristics that are characteristic of children younger
than themselves. When they come to school, they don't do well
in school, they don't understand school assignments well, and
they are not ready to study. They have no interest in school and
do not understand that the task must be completed. They have
difficulty mastering basic reading and writing skills. When
education is properly organized, children's mental infertility
can be gradually eradicated. When we compare such children as
medical educators and psychologists, we can see that their mental
development is slowing down, which leads to a situation similar
to oligophrenia. These types of children need to be identified
in a timely manner and not transferred from one superficial
class to another. Otherwise, they will not be able to master the
curriculum on time and will become underachieving students
in secondary schools. Special arrangements should be made to
work with students with intellectual disabilities. Children in this
group will be provided with general strengthening treatment, a
relaxed regimen, and individual behavioral interventions in the
learning process.

The identity of mentally retarded children is one of the
least studied issues in oligophrenopsychology. Well-known
psychologist S.L. Rubenstein explains his idea. «Any external
influences directly affect a person through the internal conditions

of the body. The main physiological part of this internal
condition is the characteristics of the nervous system. Due to
the superficiality of the concepts of mentally retarded children
in primary school, personal qualities are formed accordingly.
Mentally retarded children learn the concepts of morality from
their parents and teachers from books, but they have difficulty
or misapply this knowledge. As a result, mentally retarded
children are often exposed to anti-social stupid influences. In
some countries, the education of mentally retarded children
is not mandatory. In some countries, only children from low-
income families are enrolled in special education. Under such
conditions, mentally retarded children are left out of labor
training, which can lead to various unpleasant consequences.
In these places, criminal elements exploit the shortcomings
of mentally retarded children and use them for their own
ends. Ch. Dikens and B. Braxit provide extensive information
about such incidents. A number of media reports indicate that
mentally retarded children are involved in criminal activities.
A number of experts have come to the wrong conclusion
from such data. Mentally retarded children are thought to
be morally defective. This is definitely a misconception. No
brain can create the basis for the emergence of harmful anti-
social, anti-moral tendencies. The disease is not the basis of
such nations, but the environment in which the child lives.
The evolving atmosphere is the cause. In our country, general
education also applies to people with various disabilities. As a
result, many mentally retarded children have found their place
in life. According to psychologist TT Goldovskaya, in one of the
districts surveyed, the lives of mentally retarded children who
were sent to school 20 years ago after graduation were examined.
It turned out that all the mentally retarded children in the
secondary school were employed, well-off and living a normal
life.

With the right education in secondary schools, mentally
retarded children have adapted to life. Developing the right
personality. According to LS Vygotsky, it does not have to
appear as a secondary defect. Not always visible. This, of course,
requires relentless, skilled labor. Teachers and educators in
secondary schools need to be aware of the reasons that negatively
affect the personality of a mentally retarded child. One of the
most difficult tasks is to instill positive attitudes in secondary
school students. L. Y. Bojovich described in detail the features of
the formation of personal qualities in normal children. One of
the founders of oligophrenopedagogy, E. Segen, noted that the
«lack of desire» in mentally retarded children causes a number
of difficulties in the formation of personality. L. V. Zanyuv
also goes into detail about a number of shortcomings in the
personality of mentally retarded children. Disharmony in the
personality of mentally retarded children, disproportion is
one of the leading shortcomings in the development of their
personality. A person is a socio-historical category. Its social
nature and social function determine the classification of an
individual. It is a source of study of the social sciences: history,
philosophy, sociology, ethics, aesthetics, psychology, pedagogy.
A person is a representative of social development, a conscious
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individual, who holds an administrative position in society
and carries out information.

The general tasks of education in auxiliary schools are carried
out together with the task of correcting the shortcomings of
special mentally retarded students. Therefore, one of the main,
necessary features of education in auxiliary schools is that it is
aimed at correcting the defect, and the second feature is that it

is implemented in the development of the child. Due to the lack
of brain activity, the development of mentally retarded students
is limited and lagging behind. A mentally retarded child is not
underdeveloped, but unusually developed and developing. Its
development is flawed. The cognitive activity and independence
of the mentally retarded student is somewhat low. This deficiency
manifests itself when they face the difficulties of life directly.

long with the fact that preschool education is the initial link

in the system of continuous education, it is important in
the system of further education, in preparing a child for school.
It is no coincidence that today this sphere of education rises
to the level of state policy. We draw your attention to the fact
that a number of decrees, decrees and orders adopted by our
state are aimed at a radical reform of the preschool education
system. In such state documents as the Decree of the President

of the Republic of Uzbekistan dated May 8, 2019 No. PP-4312

“the concept of the development of the preschool education
system of the Republic of Uzbekistan until 2030”, the decree of
the Ministry of Preschool Education dated June 18, 2018 No. 1
“state requirements for the development of early childhood and
preschool age”, as well as the practical implementation of the state
educational program of the preschool educational institution “Ilk
Kadam’, provides for the solution of issues related to this area.
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The President of our country Shavkat Miromonovich
Mirziyoyev, deeply analyzing this system, drew attention to
the smallest aspects that still remain out of sight. It has been
established that today the issue of improving state requirements
for educational programs and educational and educational
plans of preschool educational institutions remains relevant.
The material and technical base of the majority of preschool
educational institutions does not meet modern requirements. In
order to practically eliminate the existing problems, a resolution
was adopted “on measures to further improve the preschool
education system in 2017-2021"

The development of the mathematical imagination of a
mentally retarded child of preschool age depends more on the
quality of the pedagogical conditions in which he learns than on
the development of the mathematical imagination of normally
developing peers. Not a single type of activity characteristic
of preschool age in mentally retarded children develops fully
without special training. The corrective effect on such a child
consists, first of all, in the formation of psychological mechanisms
of activity. All components of activity: motivational, meaningful,
speed and effectiveness — in children of this category are
unformed. Only with adequate and timely correctional and
developmental help of mathematical imagination, mentally
retarded children can master mathematical concepts. Mastering
mathematical concepts is an effective means of correcting
mental defects in preschoolers, since the processes of counting,
comparing and transforming sets involve the implementation
of purposeful intellectual actions. It was shown that the gradual
formation of mathematical knowledge affects the weaknesses of
the mental activity of children, contributes to the development of
various aspects of perception and thinking, all cognitive activity.
For the normal development of a child, only a combination of
several conditions should exist. The first is related to the state
of health (biological factor of development). Preservation of the
biological basis makes it possible to develop in accordance with
age, but this is not enough.

For the intellectual and personal development of a mentally
retarded preschooler, the formation of elementary mathematical
concepts is also very important for children with normal
intellectual development. She is actively involved in the process
of systematically conducted correctional and educational work,
an important element of which is the purposeful formation of
initial mathematical concepts. The formation of elementary
mathematical concepts is impossible without the development of
the child”s sensory-motor functions, spatial orientation, speech
skills, etc. In children with organic brain damage, these functions
will be underdeveloped. In infancy and early age, mentally
retarded children have extremely low motor and cognitive
activity, coordination of movements is impaired, which affects
their play activity. Movement disorders in children can manifest
themselves mainly in coordination. Children of this category
experience difficulties in performing complex coordination
movements, reduce the speed and dexterity of performing tasks,
violate the rhythm and differentiation of forces, the temporal
and spatial parameters of movements.

Coordination abilities largely determine the level of
motor abilities necessary for the development of a child”s
mathematical ideas, first of all, ideas about space, volume,
quantity, and these include spatial orientation, differentiation
of their muscle sensations and regulation of the level of muscle
tension, response to signals from the external environment,
maintenance static and dynamic balance, a sense of rhythm.
They usually grab their heads, sit, crawl, stand and walk much
later than developing children. For many, an independent gait
is formed only by the end of the second, and sometimes even
the third year of life. Great difficulties arise when gripping and
holding objects. The lag extends to both general and fine motor
skills and articulation tools. It is expressed in motor discomfort,
insuflicient coordination of movements, poor transition from
one movement to another, which is extremely necessary for
the implementation of objective actions in the process of
interaction with mathematical material. For a long time and
with great difficulties, children develop a number of movements
necessary for the formation of motor skills that contribute to
spatial orientation (spatial orientation, on their own body, on
the plane of the sheet, etc.).

Preschool age is a period of formation in a child of actions
that are carried out not only externally, visually, practically,
but also internally, mentally. This is due to significant changes
in the structure of perception in early and preschool age. A
gross violation of sensitivity in mentally retarded children is
expressed in the fact that they do not take into account the
spatial properties of objects even in objective activity. Mentally
retarded children of preschool age without special training do
not have visual forms of a given orientation. In most cases, it is
replaced by manipulation, has a negative effect on the mastery
of graphic activity, the development of mathematical concepts,
on the nature of subject-game actions.

A mentally retarded child is characterized by lethargy and
fragmented perception. All this complicates the formation of
mathematical concepts, does not allow the child to perform
calculations based on visual or auditory perception. Children
make mistakes when counting objects, sounds, etc. It forms the
basis of sensory-perceptual — the ability most significant for
the formation of elementary mathematical concepts. Visual-
motor, coordination, including sensory ones, do not develop,
as a rule, they draw poorly, do not close in lines, have difficulty
connecting objects and pictures, cannot assemble a spreading
toy, cannot form a whole picture out of cut pictures.

Mentally retarded children can distinguish between simple
three-dimensional shapes, colors, shades in accordance with
the sample, making a choice in color and size (large/small), that
is, in some cases, they reveal the preservation and perception
of the properties and qualities of objects. The specificity of
the mental activity of such children influences the formation
of elementary mathematical concepts and logical structures,
which are the main basis for further teaching mathematics.
These children have a significant lag in purposeful intellectual
activity, as well as underdevelopment of internal speech. It is very
difficult for them to understand the conditions for memorizing
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and preserving a verbal assignment. Mentally handicapped
children can be taught to use the language of mathematics
by giving them sand, water, blackboard, chalk, pencils, paper
and, of course, didactic toys. Most of all, their ideas about time
are not formed, the complexity of the development of their
ideas about time, first of all, prevents them from being aware
of themselves in the scheme of their body, the formation of this
other spatial orientation. Such children can determine the spatial
arrangement of objects in relation to themselves at the visual
level, but they have significant difficulties with spatial orientation
according to verbal instructions and independent determination
and naming of spatial relations. Children of this category do
not know how to rely on knowledge of their body schema,
on the ability to determine the location of objects relative to
themselves. Compared to healthy developing children, mentally
retarded preschoolers have difficulty visually identifying spatial
relationships between (around) several objects. Children find
it difficult to navigate the sides of their own body and verbally
determine the directions — to the right and left of something
else.

are presented on a play basis. Games are the best form of joint
activity to develop mathematical content. Learning through
play is the most natural state for children. It is important that
the play activity of a mentally retarded preschooler is supervised
by an adult.

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Pedagogical and psychological preparation of mentally disabled children for school
education in preschool educational organizations

This article provides recommendations for the pedagogical and psychological preparation of children with special needs in preschool
education for social education, social support and preparation for independent living.
Keywords: psychology, speech, cognition, play, visual activity, perceptual action, didactic toys, thinking.

he study of the human psyche is extremely complex. For

diagnostic work, it is very important to study the psyche of
children in order to complete the auxiliary schools, because in
order to conduct effective education in the auxiliary schools, it
is also necessary to have the necessary information. A thorough
study of the human psyche requires a person to have all-round
knowledge and skills, as well as knowledge and sufficient life
experience. Based on the knowledge of the peculiarities of the
psyche of mentally retarded children, the content of educational
work with them is determined.

The negative impact on the overall mental development
of a mentally retarded child is presented in a comprehensive,
in-depth analysis in the J.I. SHif manual. It acknowledges
that the difference between mentally retarded children and a
normal child is evident in their active speech. Mentally retarded
children rarely use adjectives, verbs, conjunctions in their
speech. Preschoolers with mental retardation often use one-
word sentences. The idea expressed in these «rumors» will not be
separated. As S.N. Rozhdestvensky points out, «It is impossible to
teach children to read and write correctly without distinguishing
and distinguishing the sounds in a word». Without confidence
in their own strength in mentally retarded children, auxiliary
schools cannot achieve the goals they set for themselves.

It is well known that pre-school development is a continuation
of early development. Despite some growth at 3 years of age,
future development will be based on previously achieved levels.
At the same time, this young man has his own characteristics,
his own responsibilities. Most of them occur for the first time. A
child developing at a pre-school age level undergoes significant
changes in his or her overall mental development. His cognitive
activity grows very rapidly — his mind develops, his thinking
develops, his logical thinking develops. The development of
cognitive abilities is facilitated by the restoration of spiritual
memory, voluntary attention.

Speech plays an important role in a child's perception of the
world around them and in the development of communication
and various types of children's activities. According to the
manuals of AV Zaporozhets, children in preschool education
have the opportunity to perform actions on verbal instructions,
to acquire knowledge on the basis of explanations, based only
on clear visual representations.

New types of activities are emerging, in particular, while play
is the first and main type of joint activity of preschool children,
and visual activity is the child's first productive activity; signs
of labor activity. There is a rapid development of the child's
personality. Will development is determined. The child becomes

a small member of human society by acquiring moral concepts
and forms of behavior.

Cognitive activity increases in a normal preschool child. His
interest in knowing the world around him increases. It is no
coincidence that kindergarten children reach a certain age. The
preschooler is now interested not only in the appearance and
function of the surrounding objects, but also in the connections
and relationships between objects and events, the causal
connections that underlie them, human interactions, moral
and social connections and laws.. For mentally retarded children,
preschool is the beginning of the perceptual movement. As the
child becomes more interested in objects and toys, he or she
becomes more familiar with them and their relationships. In the
fifth year of childhood, there is a sharp turn in the development
of cognition of a mentally retarded child. Children can choose
according to the pattern (color, shape, size). Some children also
have developmental delays as a whole.

A psychologist who arranges work with children with mental
disabilities should follow these guidelines:

— develop an individual work plan;

— to determine which mental process is slow, which
process is active and dominant (with the help of a neurologist,
psychoneurologist, neuropathologist and psychiatrist);

— comprehensive implementation of individual
characteristics of the child;

— Regular monitoring and recording of the child's
psychological state (stress, tension, depression, etc.);

— Gradual transition from movement games to mental
games, as well as game-based diagnostics;

— Evaluate positive and negative changes about the child,
using psychological methods to interpret their behavior;

— Shaping based on psychological changes and changes;

— Various training games, conversations and mornings that
affect mental development

— and to influence the child's mental development through
a strict plan of problem situations in the scene;

In addition to the perception of mentally retarded children,
there are also significant differences in the development of
children with normal intelligence. Children are able to choose
according to a pattern based on visual comprehension, but are
unable to make choices from a large number of characters, have
difficulty impregnating nearby features, and are unable to take
these features into account when interacting with didactic toys.

The ability to generalize on separate characters, to break a
series of objects on a particular character, as well as to find the
place of the object can not be achieved without special training.
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The formation of the whole image is far behind: in half of the
children the image cannot be the basis of action and cannot
be reconciled with the child in any way (neither in the form of
object images, nor in the collection of cropped pictures); will be.

In mentally retarded children, visual movement is
characterized by a developmental delay. By the end of the
preschool period, all children are exposed to practical situations
in which there is an action that is directly aimed at achieving
a practical result, i. e., moving, applying, or altering an object.
can not do. At the same time, normal-minded children perform
these tasks at an early age. Mentally retarded children often do
not realize that there is a problem, and when there is a general
understanding, they do not associate the search for a solution
with the need to use tools. Although they are surrounded by
man-made objects as tools or weapons from childhood.

Mental and physical retardation is sometimes milder, mainly
due to the immaturity of the emotional, willpower area. This is
manifested in the inability to concentrate on the tasks. In other
cases, the above-mentioned shortcomings are accompanied
by a certain lag in the development of thinking. All of these
features are often exacerbated by shortcomings in education. But
despite all the differences, these children have common features,
which are typical of children younger than themselves. Lagging
behind in mental and physical development allows them to
respond in a timely manner with the right pedagogical and
psychological methods, and then make up for the shortcomings
in their condition.

A special action plan will be developed for such children,
with general reinforcing treatment, a relaxed regimen, and
individual behavioral interventions in the learning process. The
positive and strongest aspects of children's personalities: activity,
well-developed speech, fine motor skills, fullness of intellectual
abilities are used. The psychologist should be in close contact
with the parents of the children.

Taking into account the characteristics of age, a psychologist,
if he makes wise use of various tests and training sessions, will
be able to overcome difficulties in a much shorter period of
time.

In order for a psychologist to perform a complex task,
such as correcting and compensating for defects in children's
mental development, he or she must know such children to a
certain extent. This psychological examination is a complex and
comprehensive examination, in addition to the pedagogical-
psychological study, but also a medical examination to determine
how the child's mental development is progressing, the onset
and nature of the disease, the degree of physical growth, health
Information on the state of the brain, the characteristics of the
nervous system, eyes, ears, the characteristics of the emotional-
volitional sphere of the intellect, the nature of mental activity,
including speech therapy.

When working with children with mental retardation or
disabilities, the psychologist must first gain the child's confidence.
We know that every child, the person they trust, shares their
experiences directly.
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The role of the family in the formation of the personality of assistant school students

retarded children, as individuals, in their finding a place in society, in their adaptation to social life.

he problems of a family with a child with a disability are

reflected in various spheres of his life. In the history of human
development, the relationship between such a family and society
has been characterized by different levels of social attention
to the family and its needs. There are different stages in this
relationship. In the field of correctional pedagogy, parents should
know the basic laws and features of upbringing and education of
children with developmental disabilities, get acquainted with the
content and methods of education, children's activities aimed

at shaping the child's relationships with others and socially
valuable behaviors. it is important that they master the forms
and methods of organizing communication.

The democratization of the education system, innovative
programs, the need to address the problem of interaction of
special institutions with the family, the need to explore ways
to improve the pedagogical culture of parents raising children
with developmental disabilities. Researchers and practitioners
have identified the following contradictions:
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— Lack of knowledge about the rights and responsibilities

of parents and their use;

— parents» educational needs and inability to meet them;

— low level of pedagogical culture in parents and lack of

knowledge of the basics of psychology in the upbringing
of children and the inadequacy of the education system
in special institutions.

The strengthening and development of communication
and cooperation between different social institutions (school,
family, community) leads to an improvement in the lifestyle
and upbringing of children with developmental disabilities.
Currently, family and school interactions are based on the
following principles:

1) parents and teachers are partners in the upbringing and

education of the child;

2) the consensus of educators and parents in the upbringing
and education of children;

3) respect, support and trust in the child by educators and
parents;

4) educators and parents to know and make the most of the
opportunities of the family and school in the upbringing
and education of children with developmental disabilities;

5) Constant analysis of the process of interaction between
family and school, its intermediate and final results.

The interrelationship of community and family upbringing,
as well as the mutual responsibility of educators, parents and
the community, is reflected in a number of normative and
legal acts. For example, the Education Act states that parents
are the first educators. They must lay the foundation for the
physical, moral, and intellectual development of their children.
As a result, the school's position in working with the family
will change. Each school not only provides parenting, but
also provides parenting advice to parents. In this regard, the
educational institution should identify the conditions for
working with parents, enrich its content, improve the forms
and methods of cooperation in the upbringing and education
of children with disabilities in school and family. Defectologists
are not only educators of children, but also partners in their
upbringing.

On the need for strong cooperation between school and
family: «Without parenting, without the participation of parents
in school life, without the constant spiritual communication of
adults and children, the family can not be the first cell of society,
and the school will not be an educational mask. the spiritual
development of society will come to a halt.» «Working with
parents is a very important and urgent issue. It is necessary to
work on the level of knowledge of parents, to help them improve
their knowledge, to equip them with the known pedagogical
knowledge. «The leading and organizing role of the school
in relation to the family raising a child with a developmental
disability is determined by a number of factors:

— active dissemination of pedagogical knowledge among

parents in accordance with the plan;

— Assistance to the family in raising children;

— to promote the positive experience of upbringing in

society and in the family;

— Involvement of parents in pedagogical activities;

— Enhancing the acquisition of pedagogical knowledge by

parents;

V. A. Sukhomlinsky showed that pedagogy should be
a science for everyone, that is, for teachers and parents. No
successful educational work is possible without pedagogical
education, without a system of raising the pedagogical culture
of parents, because pedagogical culture is an important part of
the overall culture. The pedagogical culture of parents means
the development of the personality as a child educator, the
readiness to raise children, which are reflected in the process
of raising children in the family and society. A key component
of the pedagogical culture of parents is a certain amount of
psychological-pedagogical, physiological-hygienic and legal
knowledge, as well as the skills and abilities acquired in the
process of raising a child with developmental disabilities, their
pedagogical training. In this case, the attitude of parents to the
upbringing is important. A responsible approach to parenting,
the desire to raise their children as well as possible, is an
integral part of the pedagogical culture of parents. In the field
of correctional pedagogy, parents should know the basic laws
and features of upbringing and education of children with
developmental disabilities, get acquainted with the content and
methods of education, children's activities aimed at shaping the
child's relationships with others and socially valuable behaviors.
Itis important to develop forms and methods of communication.
In the upbringing of pedagogical culture, the basic requirements
of society to the personality of parents, ideological, moral
relations governing family relations, interpersonal relations in
the family are considered together with the socio-pedagogical
conditions. In this regard, work with parents is based on the
following principles of cooperation. Signs of cooperation
include:

— each participant in the process understands the purpose

of the activity;

— clear division of labor and cooperation between the

participants;

— personal contacts, mutual assistance in the exchange of

information between the participants of the process;

— DPositive interpersonal relationships.

It should be noted that in recent years, parents have
become more active and have become active participants in
the upbringing of children. «The school should not replace
parents, not separate them from their parents, but connect
them to each other and create conditions for communication
and interaction». Working with parents is a complex and
important part of the work of a defectologist, which includes
improving the pedagogical knowledge, skills and abilities of
parents, helping parents in family upbringing, the appropriate
conditions for the upbringing of children creation, involves
the interaction of parents and educators, educators in the
upbringing of the child.

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This article provides detailed information on the psychological and pedagogical characteristics of children with autism, their level,
the description of the degree of the disease. It also provides statistics on the number of children with autism worldwide.
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D ecreased development is a decrease in innate or premature
cognition. Developmental delay is a general term for a
variety of conditions and diagnoses of impaired ability to
learn and cope within a community. In the United States,
“developmental delay” is used to describe mental retardation,
cerebral palsy, autism, and various genetic and chromosomal
disorders (including Down syndrome). In the United Kingdom,
the term is used interchangeably with the term “cognitive
impairment”. Elsewhere, the term is often referred to as “mental

retardation’, just as we use the term “developmental retardation”

in this source.

Developmental delays are a form of impairment that occurs
in about 1% of the child population. In most countries, children
with developmental disabilities are grouped according to their
IQ. In many parts of the world, these children are out of place
in society and deprived of all formal education. This practice is
one of the biggest problems of the UN Convention on the Rights
of the Child (1990) and the UN Convention on the Rights of
Persons with Disabilities (2006).

Developmental delays can be divided into 4 general levels:

— Slow developmental decline — the child is able to hear
and speak, but understanding certain ideas may have some
difficulties and some limitations in pronunciation. She is able to
integrate socially and live an independent life after graduation.

— Behavioral developmental delays — the child is able to
speak, participate, and communicate actively in the classroom.
It is also helpful for her to learn daily or independent living skills,
especially social skills.

— Decreased development: the child is able to understand
simple communication with signs and facial expressions, but
is limited in verbal expression. Although many children face
major challenges in independent living, some of the challenges
have been overcome.

— Emergency developmental delay: communication skills
are very limited. Communication is often done through different
sounds. And for some as a baby gets older, he or she will outgrow
this. Most children need care and attention day and night.

Remember that all children can learn (if the word learning is
broader than reading, writing and arithmetic) and have the right
to knowledge, care and protection in a friendly and inclusive
system important. A number of shortcomings are also observed
in the behavior of children with mild levels of mental retardation
as a result of disturbances in the balance of neural processes,
cognitive activity. Due to the imbalance between arousal and
braking, some oligophrenic children become overly active, lively,
cheerful, and in children with a predominant braking process,
on the contrary, passivity, lethargy, indifference, indifference to
anything are observed. and so on.

Mentally retarded children do not understand the situation
well enough to change their behavior according to the situation.
They are less critical of themselves and those around them.
Despite a number of shortcomings mentioned above, as a
result of properly organized special educational work with
mentally retarded children, correctional educators are making
great strides in preparing them for independent living and
vocational training. Educated in special secondary schools,
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children find their place in life and are active in various spheres
of industry and agricultural production, as well as in the field of
household services. An important task of educators and teachers
is to separate oligophrenic children from other children with
special needs and ensure that they are educated in appropriate
institutions as early as possible.

Communication between speech pathologists and parents
is provided by social educators. Many schools have programs
for the psychophysical development of children under the age
of three, and parents work on this program from the earliest
days of a child's life. In this way, the problem of teaching and
educating mentally retarded children will be solved in various
ways, for which a multidisciplinary program will be created.
These are special schools, classes and day centers. One of the
characteristics of such institutions is to maintain regular contact
with the child and family. Some of the children, mostly children
with severe mental disorders, are brought up in family nightclubs.

Children with Down syndrome. The number of children
diagnosed with Down syndrome is significantly higher among
children with severe mental retardation. The disease is associated
with chromosomal pathology, in which a human cell produces
47 chromosomes instead of the usual 46. Babies born with this
diagnosis have a 1: 600-900 ratio. Half of these are born with
heart disease. Similar children make up 30 percent or more of
the total number of foster children in special institutions. The
appearance of children with Down syndrome has the following
characteristics: narrow eyes with raised outer corners, a small
«button» nose, red cheeks. The mouth is semi-open, the tongue
is thick, with skin folds and deep ridges, the teeth are broken
and open, the skull is smaller than normal, the forehead is cut,
and the fingers of the hand are very short.

Many of these children suffer from hearing and vision
impairments. Deafness in children with Down's syndrome
(occurs in 60-80% of cases) is significantly higher than in
children with other forms of mental retardation. About 50%
of children with Down syndrome cannot see far, and 20% can
see far. They include epicartesis, astegmatism, confusion, and
more. These aspects of children should be taken into account
when organizing the educational process and choosing

teaching methods. There is no single view in the specialized
literature on the possibilities of developing children with Down
syndrome. Some authors, especially psychiatrists, point out
that these children develop very slowly and difficultly, and their
development stops completely at the age of 12-14 years, while
Defectologists point out that these children develop, albeit slowly,
under the influence of special education.

Down children are different from other mentally retarded
children. Children with Down syndrome have more motor
impairment. They are characterized by awkward movements,
gait, and high flexibility of the joints. There is a delay in the
development of basic static functions (holding the head,
sitting, standing, coordination), as well as the more difficult
the movement, the delays in its acquisition and execution. These
children have pronounced balance problems. Children with
Down syndrome, like other mentally retarded children, can tell
by the shape of an object, but the results of object recognition
are worse in these children. This condition is explained by the
underdevelopment of finger movements in children with Down
syndrome.

This category of children has much less passive and active
vocabulary than other mentally retarded children. Children with
Down syndrome used nouns and verbs twice and other auxiliary
phrases one and a half times less when reciting simple texts.
Only the adjective phrase was used in conjunction with other
mentally retarded children. (A.R. Maller). Recent research has
shown that Down's speech system in children is not fully formed,
only its individual aspects and functions are used.

In children with Down syndrome, emotions are more
important than intelligence. Many of them are familiar with
feelings such as anger, fear, joy, sadness, but the emotional
reaction to the event that aroused these feelings is very necessary
and does not correspond to this cause, and sometimes a strong
grief is observed for a trivial reason. Some of these children
have epileptic features of the character: egocentrism, extreme
purity, aggression. But most of them have positive qualities:
they are gentle, friendly, kind, gentle. The emotional stability of
children allows them to effectively carry out correctional and
educational work.
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he need for an initial mathematical individual and

differential approach to children depends on their
psychophysical development in the formation of concepts,
against the background of organic or functional pathology, in
which the disorders appear in different forms. As a rule, they
are accompanied by disorders of the central nervous system,
high nervous activity, and manifest themselves in a variety of
cognitive problems — permanent or temporary, with varying
degrees of severity. For intellectually retarded students, the study
of mathematical material poses great difficulties, the reasons
for which are primarily explained by the peculiarities of the
development of the cognitive and emotional-volitional spheres
of mentally retarded school students. According to research
conducted by experts in the field of characteristics of mentally
retarded children, you should pay attention to the following
characteristics that are characteristic of them:

— with the underdevelopment of all neuropsychic functions,
mainly the permanent dysfunction of abstract forms of
thinking;

— combination of intellectual disability with arbitrary
forms and imbalances of speech, perception, memory,
attention and behavior;

— The slow pace of thinking and the inactivity of mental
processes determine the inability to adapt the learned
method of action in the learning process to new
conditions;

— Lack of development of thinking affects all mental
processes: cognition, memory, attention.

First of all, all the functions of distraction and generalization
suffer, the components of mental activity associated with the
analytical-synthetic activity of the brain are disrupted. In the
emotional-volitional sphere, this is manifested in the lack of
development of complex emotions and arbitrary forms of
behavior. Although the teaching of mathematics is practical and
interrelated with labor education, painting, science, geography,
history, and physical education, students with intellectual
disabilities must master the existing set of theoretical concepts.

First of all, master the concept of number, if the student has
alevel of development of mental operations (analysis, synthesis,
abstraction, generalization, comparison, classification). The
specificity of mental activity, the shortcomings of genetically later
verbal-logical forms of thinking, inevitably lead to difficulties in
the process of imagining abstract mathematical concepts and
forms in mentally retarded students. At the same time, scientists
have proven that mathematics as a subject includes the necessary

conditions for the development of cognitive abilities, the
correction of the intellect and personality of mentally retarded
students. The most important aspect of correcting thinking in
mentally retarded students is to improve not only inductive
but also deductive reasoning, i. e., identifying the causes of the
occurrence of the same events.

Experimental investigation, observation, and step-by-step
generalization of individual cases will be understandable for
students with intellectual disabilities. This method of teaching
allows you to connect the teaching of mathematics with life
and new knowledge with previously acquired knowledge, and
provides both the conditions for their conscious acquisition
and the optimal option of social adaptation of school students.
A distinctive feature of teaching children in inclusive education
is that a student with intellectual disabilities is in a normally
developing environment. Accordingly, the teacher has two
tasks: to deliver the lesson material to the normal developing
students and to the student with disabilities according to his /
her personalized program. Given the shortcomings in the
development of students, their emotional and volitional state,
first of all, it is necessary to develop children's performance,
reproductive activity.

Foreign scientists (M. N. Perova, L. B. Baryaeva, V. V. Ekk)
noted that mathematics as a subject includes the necessary
conditions for the development of cognitive abilities, the
correction of the intellect and personality of mentally retarded
students proved. The most important aspect of correcting
thinking in mentally retarded students is to improve not
only inductive but also deductive reasoning, i. e., using these
generalizations to identify the causes of similar events to
explain new events of the same order already known to them.
Based on the general objectives of the specialized school, he
formed the objectives of teaching arithmetic: general education,
training, practice. He rightly advocated the use of visual aids
in the teaching of arithmetic. Careful planning of work on
this topic, the organization of practical work. In the works of
M.N. Perova, L. B. Baryaeva, V. V. Ekk and others developed a
methodology for teaching the solution of arithmetic problems,
the role of preparatory exercises aimed at enriching the practical
experience of students, comparison and relevance. assembly,
didactic games, visualization, schematic drawings, content
recording and various forms of problem solving, as well as
thematic-practical exercises aimed at defining the content of
tasks. V. V. Ekk described the propaedeutic period of teaching
mathematics to children with intellectual disabilities. It is
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important to emphasize the commitment to strict adherence to
the school schedule from the very first lessons of the school: the
call should be a call to the students, a call to start work.

Depending on the rules adopted at the school, the teacher
may wait for the children in the hallway in front of the classroom
or allow them to enter the classroom immediately when the bell
rings. In any case, she watches how each child finds their table,
especially in the first days. The teacher draws the children's
attention to which side of the table they should stand on.
Children sit with the teacher's permission.

Handouts, which are usually small items stored in special
boxes or bags, are placed on the tables by the teacher during the
break before class. During the lesson, students should observe
what is happening on the board and listen carefully to the
teacher's explanations. Bright big toys, things that are familiar
to them or, conversely, new, unusual things attract children's
attention. Equipment for math lessons can be prepared by
the teacher himself or by high school students in the school
workshops. In order to gather the students» attention and
keep it for a while, the teacher should create a play situation
in the classroom, stage fairy tales known to the children in
the classroom, and ensure that all students participate in the
activities. need.

The main activity of students in the classroom is frontal work.
It should be organized in such a way that the children repeat the
teacher's actions and words on the basis of the show, which is ac-
companied by verbal instructions. Therefore, the teacher is very

careful not only about the method of demonstration, but also

about the explanations associated with it. Both conditions must

be available to students. Sentences used by the teacher should not

be complicated, it is better to use simple sentences. The teacher's

instructions should indicate only one action. Repetition aloud to-
gether helps to quickly memorize speech twists, individual terms.
First, the children say individual words or phrases with the teacher,
and then individually. If one of the children is unable to cope with

some of the actions, the teacher helps: he performs the actions

with the child and immediately asks him to repeat these actions.
The teacher should constantly monitor the physical condition of
students to prevent fatigue. Changes in activity and physical ac-
tivity ensure that children work sustainably. A mentally retarded

first grader does not feel the need to review, study, and evaluate

objects, their relative positions, or the quantitative relationships

of object groups. Sometimes practical activities amaze children

so much that they are so busy with the process that they do not

pay attention to the results and do not connect them. Therefore,
the teacher regularly informs students about the relative position

of objects in space, in the plane, quantitative relationships (more-
less, equal), names the events (what happened, will happen and

etc.) and the results obtained are compared. This is done in all

math classes. Before school students learn to answer the teach-
er's questions, they have to fill the dictionary with these words,
without which it is impossible to describe spatial, quantitative re-
lationships and the results of actions. So first the teacher answers,
and the children just repeat them.

uman cognitive activity is the leading type of activity

for understanding the environment. Dear President Sh.
Mirziyoyev said: «The greatest wealth is intelligence, knowledge,
the greatest heritage is a good upbringing, the greatest poverty
is ignorance». Today, special attention is paid to educating the
younger generation as a full-fledged adult. For centuries, the
upbringing of the younger generation has been studied by a
number of scholars of its development. Oriental thinkers Abu
Ali ibn Sina, Abu Nasr al-Farabi, and al-Beruni also wrote that
children with developmental disabilities had valuable insights
into their cognitive activities. Ibn Sina was the first to suggest

that mental functions depend on the activity of certain centers
in the brain. According to Farobi's theory of cognition, the brain
controls a person's cognition and mental abilities, and the heart
is the center that supplies all the organs with blood necessary
for life. Indeed, a person's cognitive activity helps him to know
and comprehend the world around him.

The development of mental activity is directly related
to cognitive processes. Human cognitive activity should
include thinking, imagination, attention, memory, intuition,
and other processes. Foreign and domestic scientists have
done a lot of work with the psychology of children with
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developmental disabilities. Among them are L.S. Vigotskiy,
N. A. Dobrolyubov, G.I. Rossolimo, T. A. Vlasova,
S.Y. Rubinshteyin, S. Y. With Pevzner and exact memory
features, G.Y. Tiroshin, L. V. Zankov, B.I. Pinskiy, G. M. Dulnev,
S. Kim, S. Sh. Aitmetova, D. A. Gordeienko, A. Sagatov,
V.S. Rakhmanova, R. Shomakhmudova, G. A. Sadikova,
P. M. Pulatova, on the issues of education of children with
intellectual disabilities in Uzbekistan Sosedova, under the
guidance of Professor M. P. Muminova M. P. Khamidov
a, Sh. M. Amirsaidova, D. A. Nurkeldiyeva, N.S. Musayeva
conducted their research.

Mentally retarded children understand the essence of
things through events. In this way, their thinking activities
are corrected. It is impossible to achieve the goal with any
show. Perhaps it is possible to expect that the demonstration
will be demonstrated together with oral explanations. Only
then will the speech and thinking of mentally retarded children
develop together, and it should be borne in mind that mentally
retarded children are not active in the process of secondary
school education, and their independent work is limited. These
traits in mentally retarded children cannot reach their normal
peers even at the end of auxiliary school education. Therefore,
in all classes of the auxiliary school, teachers need to address
these shortcomings. Knowledge begins with perception.
Perception is the reflection in our minds of certain qualities
of the surrounding reality, things and events that affect our
sensory organs. At the same time, every organ, every analyzer,
as I. P. Pavlov points out, perceives some qualities of things:
we see, hear, smell cold, warm, salty, white, black, bitter, sweet,
etc. Taste — taste, skin — muscle — movement and activity
through the activity of organic sensory organs. The fact that
cognitive activity in students with intellectual disabilities
lags behind their normally developing peers is, of course, a
permanent impairment of cognitive activity as a result of
organic brain injury. These disorders require early diagnosis
of the younger generation and the implementation of the
necessary medical pedagogical-psychological approach.

We know that the cognitive processes of mentally retarded
students are permanently impaired, which in turn affects their
memory, perception, imagination, thinking, and attention
processes. The study of the laws of human memory is one of
the main tasks of special psychology. We know that memory
is the ability to remember the events of the world around us
for a long time, to remember and forget them when needed.
Among students with disabilities, the memory of children with
intellectual disabilities is characterized by slow development.
This can be seen during the training sessions with them. It
is advisable to use more visual aids in the lessons with them.
The use of visual aids and objects, which are the golden rule
of didactics, is one of the important factors in making the
lesson more understandable and memorable. Subjects taught
to mentally retarded students can be absorbed to a certain
extent through repetition. In students with special educational
needs, correctional work is carried out by developing cognitive
activities through various methods. Analyzing the thinking

of mentally retarded children, it should be noted that this
process is stereotyped, difficult to move and not fully flexible
at all. Therefore, the application of existing knowledge and
skills in new situations creates difficulties in mentally retarded
children and leads to the task being performed incorrectly.
Studies show that the memory of mentally retarded children
develops slightly at the age of eleven and twelve. At the age of
thirteen and fourteen, mentally retarded children are able to
use logical concepts independently, while at the age of fifteen,
the ability of mentally retarded children to remember material
is closer to that of healthy children. This means that if the work
with mentally retarded children is done correctly and clearly in
a timely manner, it will help their development. The main goal
of the defectologist is to organize correctional work, taking
into account the individual characteristics of mentally retarded
children. The memory of mentally retarded children also
develops, only the peculiarities of mentally retarded children
should be taken into account. Properly selected methodologies
with students with intellectual disabilities will help students
correctly diagnose and develop cognitive activity. The method
of «<memorizing 10 words» to test the memory of mentally
retarded children, «L.V. Zankov «method,» Determining the
sequence of events «methods are recommended. In order to
study the thinking of mentally retarded students and make a
correct diagnosis, it is possible to recommend the method of
«Cross-sections», the method of «Fourth plus», «Classifications»
and «Identification of missing parts».

«Put it in place» methodology

Objective: To develop cognitive activities in students with
intellectual disabilities. Transfer technique: In this case, three
types of generalizing pictures or objects (animals, vegetables,
fruits, vehicles) are placed on the table in order. On the next table
will be placed pictures on these topics. Students are required
to take their chosen pictures and place them in the designated
place. For example, if a student chooses a picture or object of
an apple, he or she is required to place it in a special place set
aside for fruit. In order to further complicate the methodology,
it can be done in other subject areas.

This, in the correctional development of cognitive activity
in students with intellectual disabilities, the correct choice of
methods that develop each cognitive activity is required. This
means that in order to effectively organize the educational
process in educational institutions, taking into account the
capabilities of each mentally retarded child and creating a

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Features of development in children 5-6 years old mental retardation

The article examines the causes of memory underdevelopment in preschoolers with mental retardation, memory development at a
given age. Difficulties that arise in a child with mental retardation in the process of voluntary memorization. This article provides the
planning of purposeful correctional work for the development of memory in children with mental retardation.

Keywords: impaired mental function, voluntary memory, self-regulation, correction.

t the stage of schooling, children with CRD, as a rule,

have difficulties. This is primarily due to the difficulties
in the formation of cognitive processes in children of this
category. According to a large number of studies, memory
underdevelopment plays a decisive role in cognitive impairment
in this developmental disability. The educational system of
children with mental retardation provides for their full-
fledged mastering of the general education program in the
same volume, which is assumed for their peers with the norm.
But the achievement of such a result is possible only with the
construction of purposeful correctional work to develop memory
in children with mental retardation, as well as a constant search
for further ways to improve it.

According to various psychological, pedagogical and medical
studies, memory impairment is a characteristic symptom of
CRD. But, at the same time, the underdevelopment of memory
in each specific case of the presence of a deviation differs from
another. With the relative safety of some mnemonic processes
and types of memory, others can be affected to a much stronger
degree and vice versa. The causes of memory underdevelopment
in preschoolers with CRD have been the subject of study by many
authors. Such as V.S. Mukhina, P.I. Zinchenko, A. A. Smirnov
and others. As a result, it was found that the causes of this
phenomenon can act as a variety of medical factors, for example,
somatic diseases suffered by the child and their consequences,
disturbances in the rate of maturation of brain structures. Various
psychological and social factors also have a significant impact
on the development of memory in preschoolers. As a result,
there is a significant weakening of the rate of memorization
and reproduction of information, a decrease in the volume of
memorized material.

Together with the above factors, the researchers note
that memory impairments in children with CRD arise, in

many respects, in connection with the peculiarities of their
organization of their own activities. Since children with mental
retardation experience significant difficulties, if necessary,
rationally and competently organize their activities. In addition,
the need for correct selection and use of methods and techniques
of memorization causes serious difficulties for preschoolers.
According to the studies of various authors, a large number
of types of memory have been identified according to various
classifications, criteria and features. The first type of memory
that appears and begins to develop in a child is involuntary. One
of the first scientists to describe this kind of memory. There were
P.I. Zinchenko and A. A. Smirnov.

Until the senior preschool age, the child does not need
to remember, he does not set himself such a goal. But by the
age of 5-6, memorizing this or information can become the
goal of activity. Under the guidance of an adult, children
try to specifically remember the material, remember it at a
certain moment, think about ways to memorize and retain
information. And they also try to reproduce it as accurately
as possible at a certain moment. Thus, a preschooler develops
an arbitrary memory, the appearance of which is associated
with the fact that the child teaches to subordinate his actions
to a certain goal, to control his activity and behavior. Speech
also begins to perform the function of regulation. The entire
period of preschool childhood is accompanied by a gradual
transition from the predominance of involuntary memory
to voluntary. According to the results of observations of
preschoolers with mental retardation, there is a clear decrease
in the level of memory development already at the stage of
the predominance of involuntary memory. What their peers
with a developmental norm remember naturally, in the course
of their daily activities, children with mental retardation can
only learn in the process of purposeful work with them. This
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is also determined by the fact that preschoolers with mental
retardation are characterized by a low level of performance,
they quickly get tired, and refuse to complete the task. In
the process of work, they are overly passive, or extremely
excitable. The whole process of cognition is accompanied by
a low level of activity and a low speed of receiving, storing
and reproducing information. It is the decrease in the level
of memory development that is the leading symptom in the
violation of cognitive activity [1, p. 75].

If we talk about schooling, then at first, when mastering
the material, the leading role is given to the involuntary
memorization of the material. Since in the process of this the
child manages to learn what is most interesting and meaningful.
It is in the process of active activity as a result of the work of
involuntary memory that the child manages to assimilate a large
amount of important material. The main difference between
children with developmental disabilities and their peers with a
developmental norm was the unequal attitude towards the goal
that stood in front of them. For preschoolers with disabilities,
it was characteristic that they did not try to remember the
proposed material, did not look for ways to achieve this, and after
completing the task, they also did not try to reproduce it. Even if
this happened, the actions of the children were subordinated to
a completely different purpose. That is, preschoolers did not try
to remember and reproduce the words they had already heard,
but invented new ones [3, p. 74].

Involuntary memory, as already noted, is an ontogenetic
earlier type of memory than voluntary. But its development
occurs throughout the preschool age. However, by older
preschool age, normally, voluntary memory should play a
leading role. Since it is assumed that all the activities of the
child should be purposeful, be regulated and controlled, like all
the behavior of the child in general. The entire development of
preschoolers with DPD lags behind the norm, on average, by 2-3
years. This also applies to the level of development of memory
and mnemonic activity. If we talk about preschoolers with
preserved development, then by the age of preschool age they
have already developed the processes of mediated memorization
and conscious reproduction of material. In children with mental
retardation, this most often occurs only by the end of primary
school age without specially organized work. Most often, the
difficulties that arise in a child with CRD in the process of

voluntary memorization are associated with the fact that the
child does not fully understand the set goal of the activity, that
is, he does not realize that the material needs to be memorized,
does not understand what this means. Sometimes the same
situation is observed in children with a developmental norm
at the time of the beginning of schooling. Thus, due to the fact
that children do not understand the task assigned to them, they
cannot correctly choose the appropriate and effective techniques
and methods of memorization. That is, they do not know what is
the best way to proceed — to speak the text out loud, memorize
itin parts or repeat the information a large number of times. In
this case, the productivity of activity is practically absent and
mnemonic activity is based only on involuntary memorization
2, p. 230].

Preschoolers with DPD have serious difficulties in focus,
self-regulation and self-control of activity. Children often see
the purpose of mnemonic activity only in performing a series
of actions, and not in achieving a result. But, high productivity
of memorizing information is possible only with a developed
ability to control their activities, behavior, and regulate the
correctness of reproduction of material [2, p. 235].

Thus, we can conclude that all types of memory and
mnemonic processes are impaired in preschool children with
mental retardation. This is determined, first of all, by the
characteristic features of the activity of children with mental
retardation — insuflicient self-regulation and self-control of
activity, inability to set a goal and achieve the desired result.
Children have not formed the concept that the purpose of the
activity is precisely to memorize the material and in the future
to reproduce it. In addition, children do not know how to focus
on completing an assignment and direct their efforts towards
it. Even with a set goal and a desire to memorize the material,
children are not able to independently choose the methods and
techniques for memorizing the material.

Preschoolers with mental retardation differ significantly from
their peers with the norm in development, both in the volume
of material that they are able to assimilate and in the accuracy
of its reproduction. For a long time, involuntary memorization
predominates in children with CRD. The development of
voluntary memory is possible only through purposeful work
to correct memory and mnemonic activity in older preschool
children with mental retardation.
